 Today HMTV is a multi-million dollar production company which specializes in high quality, commercial broadcast television, and radio and Internet production.  Our productions are seen on most major broadcast and cable television outlets across the world.  
 

HMTV's major projects  have been some of the most watched events in history including the Summer Olympics, The Final Four NCAA Basketball Tournament and Baseball's All-Star Game.  We have shot hundreds of concerts like Sting, N'Sync, Elvis, Bob Dylan, Bonnie Raitt and specials like the Presidential Debate for many major networks.  A few of the entertainment shows are Blue Collar TV, Speak into the Mic, for the WB network.
